In case you have photographed a short film please attach a VCD or DVD copy of the same.

Applicants will have to write an entrance test and present themselves for an interview on the same day according to the

communication to that effect from the Ramanaidu Film School.

Upon the successful completion of class works, projects, semester exams with adequate attendance record, the

candidate would be formally awarded a Master of Film Technology Post-Graduate Degree in Film and Television

Cinematography by  JNAFAU in collaboration with RFS.

The overall fee for the course is Rs. 1,00,000 (Rupees One Lakh) per semester. Upon selection, the candidate is

expected to pay the entire first semester fee along with Rs. 10,000 (Rupees Ten Thousand Only) as admission fee and

a refundable caution deposit for Rs. 20,000 (Rupees Twenty Thousand Only).

The fee for the second, third and the fourth semester must be paid not later than one week after the commencement of

the concerned semester. In case of any undue delay, a heavy fine will be laid; and in case of non-fulfillment of this

condition, the student will be debarred from appearing for the relevant semester exam and may even lose his or her

seat.

Whatever additional expenses may occur in order to finish projects such as continuity exercise, scene exercise, song

exercise, thesis film and so on; in terms of external location charges, actors' remuneration, wages of lightmen etc are to

be borne by the students.
